Disconnected. Final theses of students of architecture – selection from all universities in the Czech Republic (2002/2003)
Connected! Animated films inspired by architectural projects created by students of the Department of Film and TV Graphics at the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague.


A CD catalogue with the individual projects, sound track and animations will accompany the exhibition.
The curators have picked from among the most topical final theses submitted at all Czech university faculties or studios specialized in architecture ( Czech Technical University in Prague , Brno University of Technology, Technical University of Liberec, Academy of Fine Arts in Prague and Academy of Arts , Architecture and Design in Prague ).Visitors can sample eight best final theses from the last crop. The conceptual idea behind the projects, the quality of execution and the topic are the criteria for selection from among more than a hundred works.
Prague Dance Centre (Agata Kiszka), new use of the Faculty of Chemistry at TU Graz (Martin Materna), an information centre at the Faculty of Science at Masaryk University in Brno (Milena Kubiszová), Kollár Square in Bratislava (Milan Šuráň), a catholic church in Prague (Tomáš Rusina), New Holešovice (Adam Kekula), Motion, Change, Architecture (Vendula Zimandlová) and a skyscraper at the Pankrác Plateau (Daniel Fišer). 

The models on display are accompanied by recorded commentaries of their authors who had two minutes to capture and describe the central points of their projects. In order to gain a fuller picture, small catalogues with technical description, drawings and visualizations come with the models.
Behind the interconnecting of more artistic creative branches, which is one of the primary aims of the Disconnected. Connected! Project; there are efforts to stir up communication and confrontation of approaches. Final theses proved inspiring for the students of the Department of Film and TV Graphics at the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague of which Jiří Barta is the head. Architecture has inspired these students’ animated films and their screening is a part of the exhibition.
Professor Jiří Barta, the head of the Department of Film and TV Graphics at the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague, answered some questions concerning the project: 

Why have you decided to participate in the Disconnected. Connected! project? 
Projects dealing with one topic have always provided a good opportunity for students to tackle the task together (i.e. to respect the overall concept) while employing their own invention and mentality. The Disconnected. Connected! project is, in this sense, similar to our previous studio animation training and gives us a rare and splendid chance to present our work in public. This task is, in contrast to our academic assignments, highly motivating. 

How did the students react to the topic and task? 
I must admit that were assigning this task with a fear that exact projects would be too far-fetched for our animation students and that their ideas would be awkward. However, it has proved that it is exactly the contrast between playful animations and serious impeccably executed architectural projects that can be very inspiring. We indeed hadn't expected such a wealth of ideas delivered by our students. While previously we had had to "prise" suggestions out of the students, this time there was plenty to choose from. 

Does it make sense to interconnect a number of artistic creative branches through a project such as Disconnected. Connected!?
There are branches where the interconnection and cooperation are more logical and homogenous (animation and visual arts, animation and music etc.). We often use such topics as assignments for our training lessons and there is no doubt it works very well. One can take different stands toward certain rather far-fetched branches - in favor of or against such interconnection. In any case it is a creative connection. 

What were the stages of the project? 
The students employed a scenario often used when making an animated film: a) theme and script, b) visual drafts and preparation, c) animation, d) editing, e) sound.
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
