The cycle Disconnected. Connected! was put together for several reasons, which correspond with the overall orientation of the Centre for Central European Architecture:

Disconnected.

It enables young graduates of faculties of architecture to present their work in public. It forces them to go over their final thesis once more and summarize its interpretation in two minutes of spoken word, which then become a part of the installation. 
It offers the public a selection of study results of graduates from all faculties of architecture in the CR at one place and therefore it makes it possible to compare individual schools. 

We defend and explain our choice of the exposed projects in the following text. But it can generally be said that from every school we try to present projects which are interesting mainly due to the ideological approach of the author to the elaborated problem. 

Connected!

The second part of this exhibition cycle is an effort to connect architecture with another artistic field. The selected architectonical diploma projects become an impulse for the creation of artistic pieces by students of creative specializations. 

Last year, when the exhibition was organized for the first time, we got together architects and animators. This year we asked for cooperation the students of the department of Commercial Photography at the Faculty of Media Studies in Zlín. 

The input of their work is open to their own approach and concept. By their own work they should react to the architectonical project.

The Tomas Bata University in Zlín founded in 2000 is the youngest public university in our nation. The atelier of Commercial Photography at the Faculty of Multimedia Communications at this university started already in 1997 yet as a part of the Technical Faculty in Zlín TU Brno. The founding of the Faculty of Multimedia Communications is linked to the rich tradition of Bata's concern which contributed enormously to the development of commercial in the CSR in the thirties. Similarly to other ateliers of the faculty the study plan is formed in the bachelor programme with the continuation in masters. It leads to producing professional artists on the field of commercial and commercial art. Five to ten students are accepted every year and the study plan is oriented towards technical, commercial and fashion photography with the stress on digital techniques and team work with a graphic, students of marketing and production eventually specialists from other ateliers. 
All the students of the second to the fourth year took part in the exhibition project Disconnected. Connected! The input of the task was to visually support, elaborate or critically react to the chosen architectonical projects. That was the specific thing and the challenge of the task: to photographically present a building that does not exist yet.
